WELCOME TO ANOTHER EXCITING SEASON OF THE MUSSELMAN-DUNNE GOLF TOUR (MDGT)!!!!!  
As we begin our 18th season of providing you with quality golf tournaments, I want to supply you with some important information concerning the MDGT.  The final touches are being placed on our new tournament software/website and I think you will agree when you see it just how simple it is to use.  Blue Golf Systems is the company we are using and they are creating a console and website that will be very user friendly and will allow you to navigate your way around quickly and easily.  In preparation for our on-line and tournament registration, I would like to cover some important topics and answer some of your “most asked” questions:
ON-LINE REGISTRATION: On-line registration will begin at 12:00 noon EST on Monday, February 28.  You will be able to sign up for the KIA Store Match Play Championship that will be held at Seneca Golf Course in Louisville as well as the 20 MDGT events that begin April 16 & 17 and run through July 11.  Each member will be given their own personal identification number and be able to create their own password when registering.

MEMBERSHIP FEES AND TOURNAMENT ENTRY FEES:  The membership fee once again this year to join the MDGT is $80.00.  You will receive your member benefits around the first of May.  Each 1-day event will cost $55.00 (18-hole divisions) and $45.00 (9-hole divisions) and the 2-day events will cost $75.00 (18-hole divisions) and $65.00 (9-hole divisions) respectively.  Lunch will be provided at all MDGT events (lunch will be provided on the first day only for 2-day events) and is included in the entry fee.  The facility may include a fee for parents, etc. and we will provide that information to you the day of the event.
ELIGIBILITY & BIRTHDATE CUTOFF:  The MDGT is open to boys and girls who have not reached their 19th birthday by July 19, 2011 in the Junior Division and their 24th birthday by July 19, 2011 in the College Division.  Your age as of April 15, 2011 will determine what age division you will participate in unless you choose to participate in an older age division or championship division.  It is very important that you choose the age division you wish to play during on-line registration.  Graduating seniors may participate in the College Division if they choose to.
NUMBER OF EVENTS YOU CAN PLAY:  This year, the MDGT has expanded to 20 events and you will be able to compete in, up to, but no more than nine (9) events (please remember that 2-day events count as just one (1) tournament and not two (2) tournaments) when you sign up.  This year, since you will have your own personal ID number and password, you can sign up for events by their deadline.  Each MDGT tournament will have a deadline 10 days prior to the date of the event which means you do not have to sign up for all nine (9) events at one time.  If you want to add an event or withdraw from an event and then add an event, our system will allow you to do so prior to each tournament’s deadline.  Example:  Our MDGT event at The Cardinal Club is schedule for April 16 & 17.  The deadline for entering this event will be April 6.  For any reason you want to add an event after the deadline, you must contact our office.
REFUNDS & WIDRAWAL POLICY:  You must call or e-mail the Kentucky Junior Golf Foundation (KJGF) office 48 hours prior to an event to receive a refund.  You may always switch into another event to take the place of that event you withdrew from, even if you do so within the 48 hour time frame.  Any alternates not getting into an event will also receive a refund.  All refunds will be mailed out on November 1, 2011.

Musselman-Dunne/KIA MATCH PLAY CHAMPIONSHIP:  The Musselman-Dunne/KIA Match Play Championship will be played March 19 & 20 and March 26 & 27.  The duration of the tournament is four days (some divisions may not begin until Sunday March 20 depending on the number of players).  This event is separate from the junior tour events and does not count as one of your nine (9) events and there is no Player of the Year points awarded.  The entry fee is $100.00 (18-hole divisions) and $75.00 (9-hole divisions).  You are guaranteed to play at least two (2) matches and lunch will be provided each day.  A tee gift will also be provided.  
We will use the same age divisions as we are using for the MDGT this season.  Your age as of March 18, 2011 will determine what age division you will play unless you choose to play in an older age division.  PLEASE NOTE THERE IS NO COLLEGE DIVISION FOR THIS EVENT.
On-line registration will begin on February 28 at 12:00 noon EST.
